Her duties with the Commis-

sion include: coordinating the work of the Reaching Higher Strategic Directions Subcommittee; developing 

and implementing policies, proposals and products called for in the Commission’s strategic plan; and repre-

senting the Commission with external groups.  

 

Prior to joining the Commission, she served as the Chief Fiscal Officer and Director of Fiscal Policy for the 

Massachusetts Board of Higher Education, and a Fiscal Policy Analyst for the Massachusetts Executive Office 

of Administration and Finance.
